F. Pre-K Playground Equipment:  Beth Norris discussed the need for playground equipment at the Pre-K Building.  Kellee Murphy, Janet Reynolds and Ron Carder presented and discussed a price quotation from Miracle Recreation Equipment Company totaling $8,947.00 for the cost of playground equipment.  Discussion followed with Beth Norris thanking Kellee, Janet and Ron for researching equipment and costs, and obtaining a $2,483.00 grant from Miracle Recreation Equipment Company.  Ron Carder volunteered to install the equipment at no cost to the district.  The Board thanked Kellee, Janet and Ron for their diligence in the playground project.  Bob Ragsdale moved to approve the equipment cost of $8,947.00, along with costs of ground cover, barrier and site preparation.  Tracy Atchison seconded.  Motion carried 7-0. *)Mr. Riedel and Mrs. Norris will be attending a Kansas State Assessment Workshop in Topeka to assist in teacher preparation and administration of the 2010 State Assessments.

*)The first nine weeks will end October 16th.

*)TRHS and TRHS KAYs will be hosting an American Red Cross Blood Mobile on November 4th in the library.  Appointments may be made by contacting the library.

*)The Scholar’s Bowl will have their first competition on October 26th.  Mrs. Walters and Mrs. Warner are the coaches.

*)TRHS has been assigned to the 1A Volleyball Regional at Logan on October 20th.  The top two teams will advance to the 1A Sub-State at Ransom on October 24th.  The TRHS Football Team is 1-1 in district play, and will have a big game October 16th in Hill City.

*)Our TRHS students will be participating in many activities over the next few weeks to include PSAT testing on October 14th, Nex-Tech Career Day at Palco on October 21st, Math Relays at FHSU on November 12th and the Cheyenne League Vocal Clinic/Concert at Northern Valley on November 23rd.

M.S. Principal Beth Norris reported on the following:

*) The M.S./H.S. Band attended K-State Band Day on September 28th.  They marched in a 3-mile parade and participated in the half-time show which included 25 other bands and the K-State Marching Band.  The band received compliments from students in other bands, which is an honor in itself.

*)The Northwest Kansas Music Educators’ Honor Band and Honor Choir Concert will be held November 7th in Hays.  Students had to audition and be selected for both groups.  Twenty-four schools in the Northwest District sent in auditions for the honor band.

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*)Honor Choir members from the seventh grade are:  Miranda Atchison, Jenna Dennis, Heidi Larson, Alex Randall, Riley Reneberg, Trent Rietzke and Brianna Shaw.  Eight grade students are:  Alex Atchison, Caitlin Boden and Seth Boswell.

*)Minds-On Activities are taking place this week.  These workshops are for students and teachers in the 6th, 7th and 8th grade.  The workshops are presented by the Rensselaerville Institute and provided to the school for a minimal fee.  Workshop topics include DNA Goes Bananas, Math Icons and Journalism.

*)We are very appreciate of Kellee Murphy, Janet Reynolds and Ron Carder for their work with the Pre-K Playground equipment.

*)The last M.S. Football game is October 15th.
