

Thunder Ridge Steering Committee Meeting Minutes
April 4, 2011

The meeting was held at the Agra Community Room with 12 members in attendance.  
Treasurer’s report indicates a current balance of $5108.33 after proceeds from the carnival and apparel sales.

Old Business:  
	Carnival - The carnival was a success, and proceeds will be used to purchase playground supplies for both school campuses.  Kindra volunteered to place the order for the K-3 building.  Discussion was held regarding the carnival on whether it should be held every year or every other year.  If the carnival is not held each year, the committee will need to sponsor another fundraiser to take its place.  The committee decided to table the discussion and make a decision next month.  
	3 on 3 Tournament - The 3 on 3 Tournament was held April 2 & 3 with proceeds totaling $1182.72.  This tournament will likely not be held next year due to lack of volunteers and inappropriate treatment of our volunteer referees by spectators.  
	Post-Prom Party - The Steering Committee will be sponsoring the post-prom party with a beach theme on April 16/17th.  Charlene Smith is organizing volunteers for set-up, help during post-prom, and clean-up. 
	Kay club - Melissa read a thank-you note from the Kay Club for our donation of mugs to their Kay conference.
	State Assessments - The Steering Committee provided pencils and snacks to all students in grades 3-8 taking state assessments.

New Business:  
	Fundraising - Members are asked to come next month with fundraising ideas for next year.
	Election of Officers - We will be electing officers at the next meeting.  Please take this opportunity to support our students, and consider being an officer.  
	Track Awning - There is a gold awning purchased by the Goldbug Booster Club in storage.  Charlene will talk to Jeff Yoxall about selling it.  The Steering Committee approved purchase of a new awning to be used by the track team and at tailgates.  Kindra volunteered to buy one.
	Field Trips - The TR elementary school requested funds to help pay for the end of the year field trip to Kearney.  The Steering Committee approved a donation of $200 for the elementary school field trip.
	Preschool sign- Trina asked if the committee would be willing to purchase a sign for the Thunder Ridge Preschool to make it more easily identifiable.  The committee expressed an interest in this project.  Trina volunteered to talk to Beth Norris about the project and to get cost estimates and designs.
