
Thunder Ridge Steering Committee Meeting Minutes

October 4, 2010

The Steering Committee met at the Thunder Ridge middle school in Agra at 6:00 p.m. with 17 members in attendance.

Kim Dennis gave the treasurer’s report.  The current balance is $5296.93.  An expense invoice for apparel is still pending.  Recent expenditures include pole banners for Agra and Kensington, Longhorn banner and corrugated signs, and pizza for the 5th quarter on homecoming night.

The sound system upgrade is still in progress at the high school football field and gym.  Some of the old equipment may be useful in the middle school cafeteria.  Apparel sales are ongoing, and anyone interested in making purchases may contact Melissa Westbrook.  The committee felt there was a good turnout for the homecoming parade, and that it was a success.  A big thank you goes to Charlene and Kandi for all their hard work to make this happen.  The location for future committee meetings was discussed once again.  It was decided to alternate between the Agra community room and the Kensington 1st St. John parish hall each month.  Kim Dennis volunteered to e-mail members reminders about the location each month.  Julie Kirchhoff brought samples of items for the committee to consider selling for fundraisers.  The committee will consider selling these items during the basketball season.  The idea of purchasing white boards for classrooms at the middle school was discussed at a previous meeting.  We are still waiting on information regarding sizes of boards and costs before making a decision about whether to take on this project.

Ideas for future fundraisers were discussed.  Ideas discussed included an alumni flag football game, soup or spaghetti dinners, or hosting the Thunder Ridge 3-on-3 basketball tournament.  No decision was made at this time, but will need to be discussed at the next meeting in November.  We would greatly appreciate ideas from members for future fundraisers.  The committee decided upon a new policy regarding purchases.  If the purchase is less than $100, the individual is to contact Kim Dennis for approval.  If the purchase is greater than $100, the expense needs to be approved by three officers.  It was decided to give the coaches TR mugs for appreciation week.  Committees are forming now for post prom.  If anyone is interested in helping with this important event, please contact Charlene Smith to get on a committee.
